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How and when to apply?

You can apply for a nursery place for your child from the term after
they turn two. However, they will only become eligible for a place the
term after their third birthday.

To help you understand when you can apply for your child's nurserg
place and when they'll become eligible, we've included a handy table
with the dates you need to know:

When will | know if my child has a place?
You'll find out the term before your child would be due to start:

* If your child was born between 1 April and 31 August, you'll receive an
email around the end of May, ready for them to start in September.

* If your child was born between 1 September and 31 December,
you'll receive an email around the end of October, ready for them
to startin January.

* If your child was born between 1 January and 31 March, you'll receive an
email around the end of February, ready for them to start in April.

What happens if I'm not offered a place at
my preferred nursery?

If you're not offered a place at your preferred nursery, you'll be placed on a
waiting list until a space becomes available. You may decide to consider a
different nursery, a private provider or a childminder.
